Why the Concern?
Background Information
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Emerald Ash Borer (EAB) is an invasive alien forest pest that attacks and kills ash trees (all species in the genus Fraxinus). The first detection of EAB in Canada occurred in 2002 in Windsor.  It has since been detected in several areas in Ontario and in two regions in Quebec (Gatineau and Carignan), costing affected cities and municipalities millions of dollars.   

Controlling EAB poses a great challenge because the pest spreads by both natural and artificial means, and it is very difficult to detect. Scientists in Canada and the U.S. have concluded that EAB cannot be eradicated, so the Canadian Food Inspection Agency (CFIA) adopted a “slow-the-spread” management strategy, using its regulatory mandate to restrict the movement of ash-materials from EAB-infested areas, to slow its movement to areas not yet infested.

Alberta’s Perspective
EAB has not been detected in Alberta.  However, in this province, EAB is a serious threat to ash trees grown in urban centres and it threatens green ash planted extensively around farmsteads and in shelterbelts.
