	The City tree adjacent to your home was inspected by an Urban Forestry Certified Arborist. 

The following work has been recommended and will be scheduled according to our current priorities and our available resources:

	· Raise the canopy of the city tree to provide clearance: 

· Up to 2.0m-3.0m over walkways

· Up to 4.0m- 4.5m over roadway

· Up to 3.0m over private driveway
· Up to 2.0m from buildings where branches are in contact with the building
· Remove suckers (the growth at the base of the tree) 

Note: The extent of clearance provided will be determined based on site and tree specific factors.

	

	· Remove dead or broken branches that are likely to fall (i.e. broken and hanging)

Note: It is normal to have in the range of 15% deadwood on our City trees between pruning cycles.

	

	· Removal of the tree because:

· The tree is considered a potential hazard. This work will be scheduled at the earliest possible date as resources and safe access permit. 

· The tree is significantly declining and is recommended for removal as resources permit. We will strive to complete these removals within 12 months.
Please contact us only after the stump is removed if you would like a replacement tree in the same site. 

	

	· We have determined there is no urgent work required based on our standards for maintenance on City trees. General pruning is most efficiently addressed during our regular pruning cycle and your neighbourhood is scheduled for pruning in the next ______ years.

Note: Provincial Legislation restricts the pruning of elm trees between April 1st and August 31st; therefore, work on elms is scheduled between September 1st and March 31st.

	

	Other work/comments:


















Required pruning/removal work is normally completed in the year the tree is inspected and you have received this information. We strive to do urgent work as soon as equipment and staff are available and the work can be completed safely. Weather events and unplanned high priority work impact our schedule.  Trees in close proximity to power lines may require work coordinated with Saskatoon Light and Power or SaskPower or may require a utility arborist with specialized training and tools. This can impact scheduling.  It is not always possible to complete stump removal in the same season a tree is removed. 

Although we consider individual homeowner tree concerns, our primary goal is to provide a 7-year pruning cycle. At that time we assess tree health, prune to provide clearance, remove dead limbs, remove suckers, and provide structural pruning for young trees.  
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
